Since 2021 our ticket handling crew is currently only 2 people, unfortunately
pretty understaffed.

In 2024, the vulnerability list had 515 lines added to it (202 less than last
year) for a total of 40720 known vulnerabilities.

In 2024, the ticket queue received 40720 new advisories (10319 more than last
year). Of these 40720 new advisories:

new: 1587 ( 3.9%) (not able to handle in 2024)

stalled: 0 ( 0.0%)

resolved: 157 ( 0.4%) (affecting pkgsrc packages)

rejected: 38976 (95.7%) (no impact or duplicates)

The current count of vulnerable packages in pkgsrc-current is 649 (58 less
than last year), in pkgsrc-stable is 665 (64 less than last year).
