The NetBSD Project is pleased to announce NetBSD 10.1, the first point release of the NetBSD 10 stable branch.

You will need to adjust any package repository URL and update all third-party packages. Note also the addition of the
new gpufw set, which may need to be installed separately with sysinst(8).

There have been numerous bug fixes applied to the tree, pulled up to the
current branch, and in the NetBSD-8, NetBSD-9 and NetBSD-1@ releases.
NetBSD continues to be represented in a product security incident
response working group with other operating system vendors, as well
as a direct contact team with other BSD projects. This framework
allows us to better work with vendors requiring an embargoed and/or
coordinated release with other operating systems. We can begin
working on issues that affect NetBSD much faster, instead of only
notified after an embargo is lifted. We are expanding the number
of vendors as time goes on, as well as participating in FIRST.
This is teaching us quite a bit of where we needed to improve our
process, which is currently on-going.

Currently we are in the last round of cleanups before
branching netbsd-11, a date has not been fixed but it
is supposed to happen within the next (very) few
weeks.

Thanks to big help from admins, maya and especially
taylor we have a new build cluster ready to take over
the daily builds and it has successfully build most
branches from an anonhg clone instead of cvs checkout
already. There are very few minor adjustments to do
and a few final tests before it goes live.

The new build setup will reduce build times
significantly (it can build a full HEAD release in
less than 4 hours).

We are still processing a huge amount of pullups.

This is only possible because developers take the time
to test their changes on the branch and submit a
pullup request. We have been pretty good with this,
and pulled up lots of security and usability
improvements, as well as bug fixes to the various
active branches. This is good for our users, thank you
to everyone who cared and made it possible.

The biggest current issue is the over-aged netbsd-9 branch.
We need to get the NetBSD 11 release out ASAP to be
able to move NetBSD 9.x out of support.

Please all help with netbsd-11 once it is there to make
the release cycle as smooth and short as possible!

Our funded projects are driven by proposals from developers.
We are always open to proposals from developers who would

like to work on specific topics that require larger work or
have been long neglected and need cleanup.

We can make

suggestions of areas we would like, but we aren't an

employer who can order developers to work on projects -- we
can only fund the proposals we get.

Another task of the core team is to resolve disputes
between developers and provide ruling for contested

issues. This year was quiet in this regard.

A long standing open technical decision was the move
away from CVS to a modern revision control system.
After years of discussions and half baked (or missing
details) plans, Taylor moved things forward recently
and came up with a way to provide both git and hg
writable repositories, with a hg repository as the
internal backend. He also wrote most of the build
cluster adaptation, so it can now use hg clones from
anonhg instead of cvs checkouts. There are a few minor

open issues and we hope to complete the transition sometime

this year.

The most painful task for core is to automatically be

part of the security team and acting as fallback to make
sure that security issues are handled in a timely fashion.

Please consider joining our security team to help.

Another way you can help the core team is to take over
maintenance of some of our big 3rd party software.

Currently most of this is done by both christos@ and mrg@,

who could use more time for core and other business.

Our members monitor publicly available vulnerability feeds, mainly CVE.
We aggregate received advisories believed to impact pkgsrc into the pkgsrc
vulnerability list. When time allows we try to notify individual package
MAINTAINERs and locate, commit patches to fix the vulnerabilities.

Since 2021 our ticket handling crew is currently only 2 people, unfortunately
pretty understaffed. We are looking and welcome people volunteering to join
us!
